Please put the following items into a large paper grocery bag clearly labeled with your child’s name. 
This keeps everything organized on our busy first day.  

*3 pocket folders (horizontal pockets):   1 PLAIN RED, 1 PLAIN BLUE, 1 GREEN (no fasteners)  
  with no cartoons, action figures, or pictures. 

*3 spiral notebooks (8" X 10.5" wide rule) 70 pages minimum  
  Spiral notebooks should be the following colors: PLAIN RED, PLAIN GREEN, PLAIN BLUE. 

*1 box Crayola markers (8-10 fine point colored markers) Please write your child’s name on the box.  

*1 box Crayola crayons, (24- or 36-count)   Please write your child’s name on the box. 

*2 red ballpoint pens (BIC pens requested) removed from packaging. No clicking pens, please.  

*2 large pink erasers (Pink Pearl please)  Remove from packaging. Write your child’s name  
  on the erasers. 

*1 soft supply pouch with a zipper (no boxes) for student's desk: Please no stuffed animals,  	
  camouflage, metal or plastic boxes, the plainer the better. Please write your child’s name on  
  the pouch. 

*1 pair of Fiskars brand scissors:  Please remove new scissors from their package and write  
   your child’s name on the handle with permanent marker. Previously used scissors are fine.  
 
*2 fine point black sharpie pens   Please remove pens from their packages. 

*2 ultra fine point black sharpie pens   Please remove pens from their packages.  

*100 sheets of binder paper, 8.5 X 11   in the package 

*1 Highlighter marker (any color)    

*Two dry erase markers, black, blue or red   low odor preferable 
        
*Eight 1-ounce glue sticks             Please label each one with permanent marker.  

*One roll of paper towels    No name needed. Keep in the package.  

*Three boxes of Kleenex (160 count per box) No name needed. Keep in the package. 

*Two boxes of baby wipes, 100- or 120-count No name needed. 

 

*Four-dozen #2 pencils, sharpened
