But  this  is  much  more  complicated  than 
 it  seems.  First  the  cardinals  put  each  candidate’s  name  in  a  box,  then  they  do  a  sort  of  thumbs  up  seven 
 up.  To  become  the  pope  as  a  cardinal  you  have  to  win  two  thirds  of  the  votes.  If  a  certain  cardinal 
 doesn't  get  enough  votes  then  the  votes  are  put  in  a  stove  and  mixed  with  chemicals  to  make  the  smoke 
 black.  If  a  cardinal  wins  then  they  burn  the  votes  with  chemicals  that  make  the  smoke  white.  In  the  end 
 the senior  cardinal deacon wins.
