 Summer Assignments 2026 

 The Assignments: 
 1)  This summer, you will select  “TWO”  books of your choice  to read. 

 When you come back to school in August, you will be introduced to a 
 book report called a “One-Pager”. This report format is a fun and 
 creative way to share your book with your classmates. Please note that 
 it will require some work as you read the  “ONE”  book  you want to 
 focus on for the one-pager assignment. 

 In order to do well on your first reading assignment in August, be sure to do 
 the  following: 

 ●  Choose a book that is at your reading level and one that challenges 
 you. 

 ●  Read your book completely---no skimming. Do not just watch the 
 movie version if one exists. 

 ●  Write down the author’s name and book title in Google Docs or on a 
 piece of paper.  Remember, you always underline a book  title. 

 ●  Keep a reading journal as you read the book. Write a brief summary 
 of the chapters you have read, so you can remember what you read. 
 Include notes on the main characters, the setting details, who is the 
 protagonist, who is the antagonist, words and definitions that are 
 challenging you, and your own questions or thoughts that the book 
 raises for you. Each reading log should be roughly 4 or 5 sentences. 
 You should write one reading log for each chapter or two as you read 
 the book. If the chapters are longer, then complete a log for each 
 chapter. If the chapters are shorter, then complete one entry for every 
 two chapters. You may type your entries or write them neatly on 
 binder paper. 

 2)  Summer is time for math, too!  This summer, Ms. Vollert would like 
 you to do at least TEN hours of Khan Academy.  Ms. Vollert has talked 
 to the students about what they need to do for Math this summer. She 
 also gave each student a packet and posted the information in her 
 google classroom. 



 Essential Item List 

 Please be sure to have the following items brought to class with 
 you on the first day of school. These are items the school is not 
 providing. 

 1.  Backpack (  no rolling backpacks allowed!  ) 

 2.  Pencil Pouch (you may  choose  to have two… one for  daily 
 basics such as pencils, blue and black pens, etc. and one 
 for art supplies such as glue sticks, scissors, markers, 
 etc.)
